Meeting of May 7 & 8, 2004

On Saturday, May 7 & 8, 2008, the Regular Board meeting was held at the Department of Education, Second Floor Conference Room, Suite 208, 1820 East Sahara, Las Vegas.

The following discussions/actions were taken:

A presentation on the Nevada Public Education Foundation's Strategic planning process was presented by Chanda Cook, Chair, Hilarie Hicks-Robison, Executive Director, and J.D. Hoye, Consultant, Keep the Change.

The Board moved to approve the consent agenda as follows: A. Approval of the minutes of December 12 and 13, 2003, and January 30 and 31, 2004; B. approval of the 2004-2011 Elementary and Secondary Textbook Adoptions Lists for the adoption period, May 20, 2004 to June 30, 2011, as requested by Douglas County School District for elementary mathematics; C. approval of the Teacher Education Programs Review and Recommendations submitted by the State Review Team for Nova Southeastern University, Nevada Campus; D. Special Education Discretionary Units: 1) approval of the awarding of 1.25 gifted and talented discretionary units to the Clark County School District; 2) approval to accept the return of one special education discretionary unit from the Nevada Youth Training Center; 3) approval of .25 unit each to the Carson City School District, Lincoln County School District and White Pine County School District for extended school year services; 4) approval of .75 unit to the Clark County School District; and, 5) .50 unit to the Washoe County School District; 6) approval of one gifted and talented discretionary unit to Eureka County School District; and, 6) approval of 37 of the 40 special education discretionary units for the 2004-05 academic year to school districts and charter schools for instructional programs; E approval of one-year extension of the private school license for Kids' Co-Op private school; and, F. He advised that the Board has received an extension for submission of bill draft requests to May 10.

TEAM A withdrew the request for conversation to full charter.

The Board moved to approve the recommendations of the Committee on Government Relations for amendments to the propose bill draft requests.

The Superintendent's Evaluation/Workplan and Strategic Plan Committee will continue its work at the June meeting.

The Board moved to approve the name change of the Committee on Diversity and Student Achievement to Committee on Diversity/Student Achievement and to add an additional member; Member Hawk volunteered to serve on this committee. An request to have the purpose of the Committee listed on each Committee's agenda was approved.

The Board accepted the Committee on Teacher Quality and Instruction's report.

The Board moved to approve the Committee on Appointments and Recognitions recommendations to appoint Julia Chavez, local school district representative, to the Southern Nevada Home School Advisory Council. Recognitions included: Dr. Jack McLaughlin, as former State Superintendent, will be presented with a gift from the Board at a future Board meeting; Barbara Ludwig, as Organizing Director of the Center for Health and Learning to be given a certificate and thank you letter recognizing her work with school nurses.
