The following discussions/actions were taken:

Board Retreat, August 13 and 14:

Deputy Attorney General James E. Irvin provided the Board with an overview of several rulings by the Ethics Commission on disclosure. A recommendation for possible e-mail communication in accordance with the Nevada Open Meeting Law was considered. These issues and others will be discussed at the next meeting of the Committee on Board Operations.

With assistance from Deborah Campbell, Retreat Facilitator, the Board discussed and considered revisions to the Vision Statement, Mission Statement, Philosophy, Goals and Objectives in the 2002-2006 Strategic Plan. Topics included in the discussion were the Federal No Child Left Behind Act mandates, State education mandates, student health issues, safe and secure schools, charter schools, home schooling, private schools, dual credit, accountability and assessment, diversity, special populations, professional development, high school restructuring, public information, curriculum, distance education, technology, facilities, transportation, data collection, grant writing, education commissions and councils.

Regular Board Meeting, August 14:

After removing item 2 A, minutes of March 19 & 20, 2004, May 7 & 8, 2004, June 18 & 19, 2004 and July 28, 2004, and item 2 D, Approval of Statewide Nutrition Standards Policy in Nevada, the Board moved to approve the consent agenda which consisted of the following: B. The Board moved to approve the 2005-2007 Biennial Budget as presented by Deputy Superintendent Doug Thunder, allowing for possible changes prior to submission on September 1. Priorities may be established at a later Board meeting.

A presentation on the new School Report Card Website was given by Dr. Paul La Marca, Assistant Deputy Superintendent and Director, Office of Assessment, Program Accountability and Curriculum and Mike Hadaway, Representative, OtisEd, as a prelude to a press conference to be held on Monday, August 16.
