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On Friday, April 29, and Saturday, April 30, 2005, the Nevada State Board of Education/Nevada State Board for Occupational Education held a Regular Board Meeting at the Department of Education, Board Conference Room, 700 East Fifth Street, Carson City, Nevada.

The Board discussed how to add items to future agendas.

The Board heard the Superintendent report on charter schools, a Department of Education building request, interviews for the Director of Licensure at the Southern Nevada Office, the Mega Conference and the Milken Educator Awards’ ceremony he attended in Washington, D.C.

The Board discussed the merits of remaining Members of the National Association of State Boards of Education.

The Board approved the Consent Agenda Items.

The Board approved the recommended revisions for Special Education teachers to the State’s High Objective Uniform State Standards of Evaluation.

The Board will make appointments to the State Board/Board of Regents Joint Subcommittee on Dual Credit Issues to meet with the P-16 Council on June 10, 2005.

Member Boylan was not present to conduct his presentation on Homeland Security. 

The Board approved the Nevada Textbook Adoption list for 2005 - 2012.

The Board held a Public Hearing to solicit comments on NAC 386.345, Charter Schools’ submission of governing board minutes.  The Board approved the revision to regulations.

The Board approved program implementation submitted by Touro University for the first year only.

The Board heard Superintendent Rheault’s report on Legislative Bills and Department Budgets. 

The Board approved the suspension of the Nevada Teacher’s License for Karen Boulet.

With regard to Senate Bill 223, the Board unanimously opposed any change in NRS language that changes the manner in which the Superintendent of Public Instruction is selected and authorized Department of Education Staff to testify as such at any and all legislative meetings where such language changes may arise.

The Board approved authorization for Department Staff to speak on Assembly Bill 5 regarding the issue of the Commission on Professional Standards versus the State Board overseeing the Mentoring Program.

The Board will vote at the June meeting on the three open positions for the Charter School Subcommittee from the first three volunteers who contact President Gwaltney.

The Board prepared a Statement regarding Senate Bill 404 to present to the Governor and Legislators that the Nevada State Board of Education should be the facilitators of the Governor’s $100 Million set aside for achieving educational excellence instead of the recommendation for a new Commission.
