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On Friday, December 2, 2005 the State Board met with the Board of Regents at the Blasco Event Wing, Foundation Building, 4505 Maryland Parkway, Las Vegas, Nevada.  The Boards heard an update from State Superintendent Keith Rheault and Vice Chancellor Jane Nichols on the Nevada P-16 Council and adopted the first three of four recommendations:  1. Strengthen and Restructure the P-16 Council 2. Use Consistent and Relevant Data to Drive Improvement and Evaluate Progress 3. Support a Study of the Governance Structure of P-12; 4. Reinitiate Involvement in the American Diploma Project.  The Boards heard an update on Data Sharing from Vice Chancellor Tyler Trevor.  The Boards discussed Joint Goals and Objectives and will agendize topics for a future Summit.  The Boards heard Public Comment and New Business.

A Regular Meeting of the State Board was held at the Department of Education, Second Floor Conference Room, 1820 East Sahara, Las Vegas, Nevada.  A Meeting of the Subcommittee on Charter Schools was also held.

The Board heard a presentation by Congressman Jim Gibbons on the Gibbons-Bishop Bill regarding the sale of federal land for education funding.

President Gwaltney informed the Board $250 has been donated by the Nevada Public Education Foundation for State Board use for awards and recognitions.  President Gwaltney asked if the Board would be interested in inviting any other gubernatorial candidates to speak to the Board and it was agreed to wait until after the primaries.  President Gwaltney stated he would not be a candidate for Board President in 2006.

Dr. Rheault reported on the 2005 National Assessment of Educational Progress Results, the 2006 Teacher of the Year Mrs. J. Petrina McCarty-Puhl and the 2005 Milken Educator Award Recipients.

The Board moved to approve the Consent Agenda: Item A, August 18, 19, 20, 2005 and October 7 and 8, 2005 Minutes; Item B, State Board Member travel; Item C, New private school licenses for Kids Turf Academy II in Las Vegas, Koinioia Day Treatment in Reno and Rite of Passage High School in Yerington; and re-licenses for private schools in the Las Vegas area: CornerStone Christian Academy; D.J.’s Community Christian Academy, Imprints Day School, Kids R Kids Quality Learning Center, Kid’s Turf Academy and Maranatha Academy; Item D, the 2005 Youth Risk Behavior Survey Results; Item E, 2006-2013 Elementary and Secondary textbook adoption lists for the Adoption period December 3, 2005 to June 30, 2012; Item F, Special Education Discretionary Units for Gifted and Talented Programs FY06.

The Board discussed and approved the annual evaluation performance report submitted by Dr. Rheault.

On Saturday, December 3, 2005 the Board set the next State Board Meeting for January 20 and 21, 2006 in Las Vegas.

The Board received a presentation by Bob and Jan Davidson of the Davidson Institute regarding the establishment of a University School for profoundly gifted pupils to be located on the University of Reno campus.

The Board held a Workshop on NAC 386 regarding new language for proposed regulations governing a university school for profoundly gifted students and it was determined a Public Hearing will be held at the next Board meeting.

The Board held a Workshop on NAC 387.345 on the possibility of establishing upper age limits for high school pupils for which school districts and charter schools could receive apportionment.
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The Board held a Workshop and the first of two Public Hearings on NAC 386.080, 386.125, 386.202, 386.220, 386.345, 386.365, 386.410, 386.170 and New Language for 386 on Charter School regulations.

The Board heard a review from Dr. Rheault and public comments concerning the federal requirements for military access to public school students.  Dr. Rheault will provide information to District Superintendents regarding the option for students to opt-out for any military recruitment purposes only, and will report this information at the next Board meeting. 

The Board received a presentation, public comments and recommendations concerning the proposed strategic plan for Indian Education in Nevada from Mr. Richard Harjo, Chairman, and Ms. Sherry Rupert, Executive Director, of the Nevada Indian Commission.  President Gwaltney asked Member Frederick to meet with Staff to review the recommendations to determine if a Task Force is needed to carry them out.

The Board heard a report on fraudulent and misleading degrees of private and secondary schools by Mr. David Perlman, Executive Director, Commission on Post Secondary Education.

The Board heard Public Comments.

The Board heard an update from Mr. Roy Casey, Director, on activities regarding the Western Nevada Regional Professional Development Program.

The Board approved the Subcommittee on Charter Schools’ recommendation to deny approval of Clark Nevada Charter School’s application for State Board sponsorship, giving the Committee to Form 30 days to make corrections.

The Board denied the final application submitted by Marion Bennett Charter School for State Board sponsorship.

The Board moved that Dr. Rheault will draft letters for President Gwaltney’s signature to address corrections needed at TEAM A and Halima Charter Schools discovered during the Department’s annual compliance review of the four State Board sponsored schools.  The Board will receive a report at the next Board meeting on corrective actions taken.

The Board adopted the State Improvement Plan Revision as proposed.

The Board approved, with minor revisions, the form for potential Advisory Board members that are appointed by the State Board to use when applying.

The Board approved the edited Standing Rules and Procedures for 2005-2006.

The Board heard reports from the four Task Forces:  Emergency Preparedness, Special Needs, Apple Initiative and Curriculum Alignment.

The Board discussed Future Agenda items.
