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On Friday, May 4 and Saturday, May 5, 2007,  the State Board met at the Department of Education, State Board Conference Room, 700 East Fifth Street, Carson City, Nevada.

The Board thanked outgoing student representative Madisen McGrath and welcomed Corey Paris as the incoming student representative.
The Board heard an update from President Ferry on the WestEd Board of Director’s meeting he recently attended.  
Dr. Rheault reported on several key educational bills, including AB 212, AB 333, AB 334, AB 250, SB 184, SB 239, SB 312, SB 398, SB 535, and SB 535.  The Board approved support for SB 184, Section #21 only and SB 312 with amendments to Section 3 and authorized the Superintendent to testify to the Legislature on their behalf as such.  
President Ferry thanked Department staff and Member Dr. John Gwaltney for their attendance at the legislative hearings.

Superintendent Rheault also gave an update on the Growth Model and Staff vacancies.  Dr. Rheault asked Deputy Gloria Dopf to give a synopsis on the Mega Conference held April 27-29 at Lake Tahoe.
