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On Friday, January 26, 2007 and Saturday, January 27, 2007 the State Board met at the Department of Education, Second Floor Conference Room, 1820 East Sahara, Las Vegas, Nevada.

President’s Report, Dr. Cliff Ferry provided information on the role of WestEd and the Board of Education.

Elections, Dr. Keith Rheault presided over elections of officers for the Board of Education. Dr. Cliff Ferry re-elected as President, Marcia Washington re-elected as Vice-President, and Barbara Myers, re-elected as clerk.

Superintendent’s Report, Dr. Keith Rheault discussed Quality Counts 2007, upcoming Legislative activities including briefs of bill draft requests involving the Department of Education. Deputy Superintendent James Wells presented information on the Governor’s Recommended Budget.

Dr. James E. Irvin, Deputy Attorney General briefed the Board on a recent Attorney General opinion regarding the open meeting law NRS 241.

Deputy Superintendent James Wells presented a six-year history of public education outlining student enrollment in private, home school, charter and public schools.

William Arensdorf, Director of Fiscal Services and Consultant Tom McCormack briefed the Board on compliance issues involving two Board sponsored charter schools; Silver State High School and Team-A Charter School.

John Janosek, Executive Director, Clark County Education Association, provided the Board with an over-view of education issues which could assist with Empowerment issues and programs that the Association sponsors for students in the Clark County School District.
Cindy Reid, Chair of the Subcommittee on Charter Schools and Member of the Board of Education, recommended a subsection 6 sponsorship for Coral Academy Charter School. Board approved sponsorship.

Member Jan Biggerstaff was chosen as Chair for Ad Hoc Committee to develop criteria for Emeritus Status.

Board Members approved recommendation from Superintendent Rheault on class-size reduction and variance requests from school districts.
Members agreed to public hearing and workshop involving the review of the advanced diploma and mathematic requirements.
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A public hearing was held on case 06-01 for Ms. Lori Ann Robinson. Deputy Attorney General, James E. Irvin presented information in which the Board approved the suspension of the teacher license for Ms. Robinson for 91-days.

Gloria Dopf, Deputy Superintendent, provided information on the Department’s recommendation for a corrective action plan for Clark County School District who entered their third year of needs improvement based on No Child Left Behind Act requirements.
Member Gwaltney, Chair of the Governance Task Force, encouraged Members to strengthen their knowledge of the roles and responsibilities of Board Members.
