[bookmark: _GoBack]In order to establish a baseline of actual K-3 Reading assessments presently being used across Nevada’s 17 school districts and State Public Charter School Authority, NDE submitted an email query to each of the district superintendents during early July, 2015. Upon receipt of this information, NDE then created an inventory of K-3 reading assessments presently being utilized across the state. NDE recommends that members of the Nevada State Board of Education approve the list (appearing below) of reading assessments presently being used in the field as the 2015-2016 K-3 Reading assessments. This action will allow districts to comply with Senate Bill 391 Section 5. 1(b). [Should a district plan to use an assessment that is not included on the official NDE list, it must submit a request for use (with supportive evidence) to NDE who will then take its request to the State Board for official action.]
