Information, Discussion and Possible Approval of Scoring Ranges for Nevada Educator Performance Framework Educational Practice Category and Application for Alternate Evaluation System/Tools.  Pursuant to NRS 391.465, the Board will hear scoring recommendations from the Teachers and Leaders Council regarding the Educational Practice Category of the NEPF, which will include possible score ranges for determination of ineffective, minimally effective, effective, or highly effective ratings.  Due to the AB447 elimination of the Student Outcomes category being used for final ratings in 2015-2016, the Education Practice ratings will solely determine teacher and administrator final performance evaluation ratings.  AB447 allows districts to apply to the Board to use a licensed personnel performance evaluation system/tools that are different than the statewide NEPF if it determines that the proposed system/tools apply standards and indicators equivalent to the NEPF.  The Board prescribes the form for districts to submit this application.  Dena Durish, Deputy Superintendent, Educator Effectiveness and Family Engagement and Dr. Pamela Salazar, Teachers and Leaders Council Chair.  (Information/Discussion/For Possible Action)
Senate Bill 75 requires the State Board of Education to prescribe “[t]he minimum number of school days that must take place before the examinations prescribed by the State Board pursuant to subsection 1 may be administered to pupils; and [t]he period during which the examinations prescribed by the State Board pursuant to subsection 1 must be administered.”  
In order to satisfy the conditions of this law, the Board of Education must decide upon and find the right balance between four constraints:         1. An established minimum number of days of instruction before the administration of the assessment. 2.  The overall length of the assessment window. 3.  The legislative reporting date for school ratings.  4.  The assessment scoring and data validation duration.
