     1.  A recommendation for the adoption of a textbook or electronic media must be submitted to the department of education [in December, March or April] to be considered by the state board of education per Department policy. [The state board may grant exceptions to this requirement if a school district can demonstrate compelling circumstances why the recommendation was not submitted in December, March or April. Recommendations submitted after June 30 will not be considered by the state board.]
     2.  The department of education may delay the consideration of a recommendation for the adoption of a textbook or electronic media if it finds that any of the information required by NAC 390.020 or 390.025, as applicable, is incorrect or inaccurate.
