CALL TO ORDER; ROLL CALL; PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE; APPROVAL OF AGENDA
The meeting was called to order at 9:01 A.M. with attendance as reflected above. 

Public Comment
There was no public comment.
Workshop to Solicit Comments on Proposed Amendments to NAC 389.668; Credit which may be granted in fractional time units; to allow Junior Reserve Officer’s Training Corps in the adult standard diploma requirements
The workshop opened at 9:04 A.M. There was one individual present in Carson City and no individuals were present in Las Vegas.

Superintendent Erquiaga stated this proposed amendment follows the regular high school standard diploma and advanced diploma and adds Junior Reserve Officer Training Corp (JROTC) to the list of acceptable courses for which credit can be obtained. An earlier workshop overlooked the adult standard diploma and this proposal adds JROTC to the adult standard diploma regulation. 
Anne Loring, Education Alliance of Washoe County, pointed out the JROTC courses to qualify for this credit is   Level III or Level IV.

Workshop to Solicit Comments on Proposed Amendments to NAC 389.803; Program of Career and Technical Education, Program Areas. (Information/Discussion) Mike Raponi, Director, Office of Career, Adult and Technical Education
The workshop opened 9:05 A.M. There was on one individual present in Carson City and no individuals were present in Las Vegas. 
Mike Raponi, Director, Office of Career, Adult and Technical Education (CTE) explained this regulation is a clean-up to the existing language identifying the program names reflected in all of CTE. The statewide CTE course catalog is updated every year and the programs listed in the catalog must correspond to those listed in NAC 389.803.  The proposed amendment is language clean-up.

Workshop to Solicit Comments on Proposed Amendments to NAC 389.465 Mathematics: Generally; NAC 389.4675  Mathematics: Performance standards; NAC 389.468  Prealgebra; NAC 389.470 Algebra I; NAC 389.472  Geometry;  NAC 389.474  Algebra II; NAC 389.476 Trigonometry; NAC 386.478 Analytic Geometry; NAC 389.480 Precalculus; NAC 389.482 Calculus; NAC 389.484 Probability and statistics
The workshop opened at 9:06 A.M. There was one individual present in Carson City and no individuals were present in Las Vegas. 
Dave Brancamp, Assistant Director, Assessments, Program Accountability and Curriculum explained in 2010 when the Common Core State Standards (CCSS) were adopted as the Nevada Academic Content Standards for math, there was an oversight and the high school standards were not included in the regulation for grades 9 through 12. The old standards need to be replaced.
Superintendent Erquiaga reiterated the CCSS standards for mathematics were originally adopted as temporary regulations by the State Board in 2010. At the final adoption in 2012, the NDE held back the high school standards for future adoption. 

Carrie Parker, Deputy Attorney General explained the Council on Academic Standards approved all of the CCSS math and English Language Arts (ELA) standards. During the temporary regulation process, after the workshop and before the public hearing, the high school math standards were removed because there were issues related to implementation. She stated the math standards can now be adopted as permanent regulations. 

Superintendent Erquiaga said the language used in the past was to adopt by reference to the CCSS as they exist online. Mr. Brancamp stated the standards can be adopted as they are written in the record, so the language appears in NRS. Both sets could be included because they laid out the integrated pathway and also the traditional pathway for geometry, Algebra I and Algebra II and a fourth year. Both options can be considered. 

Ms. Parker said NRS 233b.040 allows for incorporation of material in a regulation by reference, it is a question of policy. To incorporate the standards by reference or write them out is a decision for the NDE. Superintendent Erquiaga clarified the K-8 mathematic standards were incorporated by reference. Ms. Parker confirmed that NAC 389.237 adopts the Common Core standards for mathematics as they existed on June 2, 2010 and provides a website.
Superintendent Erquiaga clarified, that for consistency, the NDE will adopt the standards by reference. Next year, following the first administration of the new Criterion Referenced Tests (CRT) based on the new English and mathematics academic standards, the council to Establish Academic Standards is required by law to review the existing standard against the results of those tests and make recommendations. Minor adjustments may be made next year, and he proposed replacing all of the ‘by reference’ with the actual language. Ms. Parker agreed that it would allow the Council for Academic Standards to review the standards with test data for context. She encouraged the NDE to review the requirements in NRS 233b.040 in relation to having a copy of the standards supplied to the Secretary of State and the State Library of Archives Administrator.
