COMMISSION ON PROFESSIONAL STANDARDS IN EDUCATION

ACTION REPORT

The Commission on Professional Standards in Education held a meeting on February 2, 2006 in the 2nd Floor Board Conference Room of the Department of Education, Las Vegas, Nevada.  The following discussions were held and actions taken: 

· The Commission endorsed the middle school math teacher program that would allow a teacher to teach middle school 8th grade algebra for high school credit.  These teachers must have completed the Regional Professional Development Program Middle School Certificate Program in Mathematics.  Teachers will have three years to complete a math minor and pass the Praxis Exam.    
· The Commission held a public hearing on LCB File No. R222-05; NAC 391.131 – Single Subject Major and Minors and NAC 391.1312 – Restrictions on Hours of Credit for Certain Subjects.  The Commission adopted the proposal which added “Dance” as a single subject major.    

· The Commission held a public hearing on LCB File No. R223-05; NAC 391.13082 – Major or Minor in Home Economics; NAC 391.036 – Tests of Competency Required for Initial License; Exemptions; Failure to Comply; Administration of Tests; NAC 391.120 – Qualifications for License; NAC 391.1301 – Comprehensive Majors and Minors.  The Commission adopted the amendments to the proposed regulations.    
· The Commission appointed a Task Force to review the current requirements of NAC 391.036(2)(f) and the course of study requirements to satisfy the Pre-Professional Skills Test (PPST) in basic reading, writing, and mathematics.  The Task Force will review the list of courses that are allowed to satisfy the PPST requirement, when an individual fails the PPST.  Commissioner Zimmerman was appointed as Chair, with Commissioners Luft and McGuire serving on the Task Force.  
· The Commission appointed a Task Force to review a request from Clark County School District for amendments to NAC 391.057 and 391.058 – Conditional License.  The amendments would provide consistency of credits within the regulation; broaden the area for special needs; request that the individual have contracted teaching experience AND five evaluations; and request that the teacher be placed in the classroom after 80 hours of  training and then the remaining 40 hours of training would be in the classroom with a mentor teacher.  Commissioner McGuire was appointed as Chair, with Commissioners Perdomo and McMillan serving on the Task Force.  Lena Gutierrez – Clark County School District, Dr. William Speers – UNLV, and Dr. Mayfield – Nevada State College also volunteered to be on the Task Force.
