COMMISSION ON PROFESSIONAL STANDARDS IN EDUCATION
ACTION REPORT

The Commission on Professional Standards in Education held a meeting on January 11, 2007 in the Grand Ballroom B of the Atlantis Casino Resort, Reno, Nevada.  The following discussions were held and actions taken: 

· The Commission, per a request from Senator Raggio, held a joint meeting during the morning of January 11, 2007 with the Commission on Educational Technology and the Council to Establish Academic Standards for the purpose of developing a statewide plan for the integration of technology into the delivery of instruction.  The Commissions and Council discussed a plan that will link student achievement to the use of technology and incorporate measurable data indicators.  Dr. Rheault will take the lead and draft a proposed plan.  
· The Commission held a workshop and public hearing on NAC 391.225 – Endorsement to Teach Drivers’ Education.   The Commission adopted the proposed amendments to NAC 391.225 – Endorsement to Teach Drivers’ Education.  

· The Commission discussed amending the Math Praxis II Content Knowledge Test cut score and eliminating the math minor cut score. 
· The Commission adopted a single cut score of 133 for the Math Praxis II Content Knowledge Test effective January 11, 2007 for the next administration of the test.     

· The Commission received updates from the Art Task Force and the Music Task Force.  The Commission agreed to hold a workshop and public hearing during the March 9th meeting on the proposed amendments to the Art Endorsements and Music Endorsements.         

· The Commission agreed that the following issues will be discussed at the next meeting:  1) Update from the Task Force to review the entire NAC 391 for necessary amendments; 2) Workshop and public hearings on the proposed amendments to the art and music endorsements; 3) Legislative update; 4) Discussion and proposal regarding the issue of an individual who received a degree in a foreign country and the issue of student teaching; 5) Review Business and Industry Regulation proposal; 6) Possible adoption of amendments to the PPST Reading Class List; and 7) Discussion of the possibility of a substitute license for Business and Industry.
