COMMISSION ON PROFESSIONAL STANDARDS IN EDUCATION
ACTION REPORT

The Commission on Professional Standards in Education held a meeting on March 9, 2007 in the 2nd Floor Board Conference Room at the Nevada Department of Education Office, Las Vegas, Nevada.  The following discussions were held and actions taken: 

· The Commission received updates regarding Nevada Department of Education activities and a Legislative Update.    
· The Commission held a workshop and public hearing on NAC 391.215 – Endorsement to Teach Art and NAC 391.13015 – Major or Minor in Art.  The Commission adopted the proposed amendments to NAC 391.215 and NAC 391.13015.  

· The Commission held a workshop and  public hearing on NAC 391.131 – Single-Subject Major 

and Minors; NAC 391.1301 – Comprehensive Majors and Minors; NAC 391.XXX (new section) 

· Major in Music; NAC 391.XXX (new section) - Minor in Instrumental and Music; 

· NAC 391.098 – Endorsements; NAC 391.270 – Endorsement to Teach Music; Delete 

· NAC 391.13044 – Minor in Instrumental and Choral Music; and Delete NAC 391.13046 
· Major in Music.  Due to public comment, the Commission agreed to hold another Task Force meeting to discuss the concerns raised and another public hearing will be scheduled for the May meeting.  
· The Commission approve the amendment to the Reading List of Courses for individuals to take in lieu of the PPST after failing the PPST.       

· The Commission agreed to hold a workshop and public hearing for amendments to the Junior ROTC teaching endorsement at the May meeting.  

· The Commission referred the issue of creating a Business and Industry Substitute Teacher Endorsement back to the Business and Industry Task Force to determine the criteria for a Business and Industry Substitute Teacher.  

· Ms. Dopf will work with Title II and the Special Education Department with regard to a request for secondary level Special Education Teachers to be allowed to take the PRAXIS Middle School Subject Area Test in English, Mathematics, Science and Social Studies to be determined Highly Qualified.  Ms. Dopf informed the Commission that the State Board of Education has the responsibility to determine the requirements for a highly qualified teacher.  
· The Commission will receive a full report on student teaching both nationally and globally at the May meeting for discussion.  Currently, when UNLV has a question with regard to a student’s transcript on student teaching, they will confer with the Department’s teacher licensing office. 

· The Commission will hold a workshop and public hearing on the proposed Business and Industry Regulations at the May meeting. 

· The Commission agreed that the following issues will be discussed at the next meeting:  1) Update from the Task Force to review the entire NAC 391 for necessary amendments; 2) Workshop and public hearings on the proposed amendments to the Junior ROTC and Business and Industry Regulations; 3) Public hearing on the music endorsements; 4) Legislative update; and 5) Receive report and discussion regarding the issue of student teaching and the different student teaching requirements .
