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STATE OF NEVADA 

COMMISSION ON PROFESSIONAL STANDARDS IN EDUCATION
ACTION REPORT

The Commission on Professional Standards in Education held a meeting on September 15, 2006 in the Board Conference Room of the Department of Education, Carson City, Nevada.  The following discussions were held and actions taken: 

· The Commission elected Dr. Vernon Luft as President and Carol Lark as Vice President for 2006-2007. 

· The Commission received the report and review of the 2004-05 Teacher Education Program Completers and Their Supervisors.  The Commission encouraged Dr. Barbee to include more individuals in the survey to be better able to assess what is occurring in the field.     

· The Commission approved a letter to send to Dr. Rheault requesting that the Department of Education obtain quality video conferencing equipment.      

· The Commission agreed to convene a Task Force to review NAC 391.215 – endorsement to teach art and NAC 391.220 – endorsement as professional teacher of art.  President Luft will appoint the members of the Task Force.  

· The Commission agreed to convene a Task Force to review NAC 391.270 – endorsement to teach music and NAC 391.275 – endorsement as professional teacher of music.  President Luft will appoint the members of the Task Force.  

· The Commission discussed the possibility of requiring English as second language training for all teachers.  Dr. Barbee was directed to gather information from other states with what they are doing in this area.  The Commission will discuss this issue at the next meeting with additional information from Dr. Barbee.  

· The Commission received a presentation from Dr. Barbee of how reciprocity works in Nevada for the issuance of educational licenses.    
· The Commission agreed that the following issues will be discussed at the next meeting:  1) Update from the Task Force to review the entire NAC 391 for necessary amendments; 2) Update and possible recommendations from the Task Forces appointed to review art and music endorsements; 3) Discussion of English as a second language for teacher and what other states are doing; and 4) Legislative update.
