To qualify for the endorsement for Intellectual Disabilities (moderate to intense needs for assistance and intervention
in their educational processes), a person must:

1. Complete the following required testing (or equivalent testing administered in another state):
e Praxis Core Academic Skills for Educators
e Principles of Learning and Teaching K-6 or 7-12

2. Have completed three (3) semester credits in a course of study regarding parental involvement and family
engagement, and

3. Have completed a program of preparation for teaching pupils who have intellectual disabilities, which has been
approved by the Board; or

4. Hold a license or certificate, issued by another state, with an endorsement to teach pupils who have intellectual
disabilities; or

5. Hold a Bachelor’s or Master’s degree in the education of pupils who have intellectual disabilities and have
completed eight (8) semester credits of student teaching, equivalent field experience or have one (1) year of
verifiable teaching experience with such pupils; or

6. Have:

A. Met the requirements for one of the following special education endorsements: Generalist Resource
Room or Speech and Language Impairments; and

B. Have one (1) year of verifiable teaching experience with pupils who have intellectual disabilities; and

C. Have completed twelve (12) semester credits to include course work listed in these areas:
characteristics of pupils with intellectual disabilities, curriculum development or methods and strategies
for teaching pupils with intellectual disabilities, communication programming for pupils with intellectual
disabilities, and medical aspects of pupils with disabilities; or

7. Hold a Bachelor’s or Master’s degree and:

A. Have completed eight (8) semester credits of student teaching of pupils who have intellectual
disabilities, equivalent field experience with such pupils or one (1) year of verifiable teaching experience
with such pupils; and

B. Have completed thirty (30) semester credits of course work to include each of the following areas:

i Educational psychology
