Additional NDE Provisions
The Nevada Department of Education 
shall:

· Hire an independent consultant to evaluate the programs or services paid for by a grant of money received by a school district or charter school pursuant to subsection 1 
· Submit a preliminary report on or before August 31, 2016 to the State Board of Education and the Legislative Committee on Education
· Submit a final report and any recommendations made by the State Board or the Legislative Committee on Education
to the Governor and to the Director of the 
Legislative Counsel Bureau for transmittal to the 79th Session of the Nevada Legislature

Any money awarded through the competitive grant process:
a) must be accounted for separately from other money received by the district or charter school (and used only for the purposes specified in this act)
b) may not be used to settle or arbitrate disputes between a recognized organization representing employees of a school district  and the school district, or to settle negotiations
c) may not be used to adjust salary and benefit schedules
