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Testing Irregularities

Test administrators should immediately report any testing irregularities to their test

coordinator. A testing irregularity is any occurrence that may influence a student'’s

performance. Examples of testing irregularities include, but are not limited to, the

following:

e A student is observed cheating during the testing session

e A teacher or another adult provides improper assistance to student

e Testing accommodations specified in a student's IEP, Section 504
Accommodations Plan, or LEP, are not provided

e A student is provided an accommodation that is not specified in the student’s
IEP, Section 504, or LEP

e An interruption occurs during the testing session

e A student’s test booklet or used answer document is missing

e Unused/unassigned test booklet is missing

Test Coordinators must then report these to the district Test Coordinator and assist

in reporting them to the Nevada Department of Education.
