Title I, Part D Summary


1. Overall purpose of the Title I Part D grant: There are two areas included in the Title I, Part D statute: Subpart 1 that provides funding to State agencies that are responsible for providing a free public education in institutions for neglected or delinquent children and youth, including adult correctional institutions; and Subpart 2 that provides funding to support the operation of Local Education Agency programs that involve collaboration with locally operated correctional facilities.  In both subparts, the intent is to provide supplemental support to eligible students enrolled in educational programs at the State agency or locally operated correctional facility.  This support should provide such students with the same opportunities to achieve and succeed as they would have had if they had been in the regular program schools of the Local Educational Agencies within Nevada.  Such support includes additional assistance in the areas of reading, mathematics, and the other core subjects required for a regular high school diploma, vocational training, job training or job readiness skills acquisition, and transitional services to assist the student whether he/she is returning to an LEA school, continuing education at a postsecondary or alternative educational institution, or seeking employment.
2. Amount of funding for 2010-11: $1,258,062
· Subpart 1 for State agencies = $393,302.00 (a separate funding stream from USDE)
· Subpart 2 for LEAs = $1,114,840.00 (this is awarded by USDE at the federal level as a set aside within the Title I, Part A allocation)
3. Number of schools served: 8 total 
· 2 at state youth centers (Caliente Youth Center & Nevada Youth Training Center) 
· 1 at medium security adult correctional institution (High Desert Correctional Center) 
· 7 at LEA programs at locally operated correctional facilities (Carson City: Murphy-Bernardini Regional Juvenile Detention Center; Clark: Spring Mountain Youth Camp; Douglas: China Springs/Aurora Pines Youth Camp; Lyon: Western Nevada Regional Youth Center; Mineral: Don Goforth Resource Center; Washoe: Wittenberg Hall and Kids’ Kampus).
4. Critical components of program, compliance requirements: Each facility must submit a count of eligible students from within the facility to the Nevada Department of Education each fall.  These counts are aggregated at the state level, submitted to the U.S. Department of Education, and form the basis of the following fiscal year’s Title I, Part D Subpart 1 and Subpart 2 allocations.  All funded programs are also required to submit academic and vocational outcomes for students in the areas of high school credits earned, high school diplomas or GEDs awarded, academic growth made in reading and math while enrolled in the educational program, enrollment in job training and other vocational programs, and employment and/or enrollment in post-secondary institutions following release from the facility.
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
