Nevada Department of Education

Accreditation and the SAGE Process
It has been determined by the NDE that the AdvancED accreditation process and plan can replace the SAGE process and plan requirements for a majority of Nevada high schools. For Nevada high schools that have conducted or will be conducting the AdvancED accreditation process by the Fall of 2013, they will be able to submit their self-assessment and plan to their districts for approval. The districts will then submit the approved AdvancED plan to the NDE by Jan. 31, 2014.
For Nevada high schools that will not begin to conduct the AdvancED accreditation process until after the Fall of 2013, they will need to utilize the NDE’s SAGE process, which includes the NCCAT-S, if appropriate, and the creation of a School Performance Plan (SPP). These schools will need to submit their SPP’s to the district for approval. The districts will then submit the approved SPP to the NDE by Jan. 31, 2014.
