Second Grade


The following document includes the leveled skills that are linked to the State of Nevada Content Standards by grade levels.  Included are the measurable achievement objectives for each grade level and proficiency level as defined by years in the instructional program.  

During this year, students will be introduced to English reading skills and vocabulary development through active participation in the classroom activities.  Skills that indicate the level of proficiency in English at the Second Grade level are as follows:

· Level 1 – A student will be able to 

· Read sight words that have been taught with accuracy

· Identify initial sounds of English words

· Match words to visuals

· Relate some details of stories using TPR (Total Physical Response)

· Listen to and point to objects described

· Listen to simple prose and poetry with visual cues

· Follow simple directions after teacher modeling

· Draw responses to literature

· Organize and sequence events of a story using pictures

· Copy and trace simple words in English when modeled

· Use gestures and pictures to communicate

· Use learned phrases and expressions to express personal needs

· Explore different types of media for information (books, computers, etc)

· Read high frequency words and environmental print 

· Sort basic word families

· Label pictures using synonyms and antonyms

· Recall details of text during shared reading

· Listen and dramatize some details of a story

· Retell beginning, middle and end of a story

· Identify title, author, and illustrator to obtain information

· Demonstrate knowledge of cause and effect with visuals

· Use pictures to answer questions

· Follow simple directions

· Draw, dictate, and copy responses to literature

· Write and edit for correct word usage in a small group writing

· Organize and sequence stories and respond with drawings

· Begin to use correct conventions of writing in English 

· Share and respond to ideas with two word strings 

· Listen, follow, and repeat clear directions to complete a task

· Express themselves in personal conversation

· Ask questions about areas of interest 

· Use various media for reference and information

· List and identify characters and settings from a story

· Write in a small group simple paragraphs, notes, responses to literature

· Share and describe simple writing with others 

· Use standard conventions of writing to copy words and simple sentences

· Listen and respond to information, presentations with limited responses

· Use simple vocabulary to communicate ideas and ask simple questions

· Understands turn-taking in conversations and small group discussions

· Formulate questions to explore areas of interest using reference materials

· Begin to read with fluency high-frequency words

· Begin to decode with more fluency

· Recall details of the text

· Listen and read stories, poetry, and prose

· Write with a partner short responses, notes, letters

· Brainstorm and select writing topics of interest

· Read writing of others

· Compose short simple sentences using standard English conventions

· Listen for information, to solve problems, and enjoyment

· Follow directions to complete a simple task with a partner

· Conduct personal conversations and small group discussions

· Listen to presentations and recognize that listening has different purposes

· Students circle simple prefixes and suffixes.

· Students will identify initial and final sounds in English words.

· Students will match simple synonyms and antonyms with visuals.

· Students can relate experiences and retell personal stories in sequence.

· Students can give clear directions to complete a simple task after teacher direction and modeling.

	· Students will begin to use simple vocabulary to communicate needs and ideas

· Students will use short phrases accompanied by gestures and repetition

· Students will listen and respond to ideas presented in classroom and respond

· Students begin to relate personal experiences and tell stories that are familiar to them.

· Students will repeat directions to complete a simple task with some visuals and teacher modeling.

	· Students use isolated words and gestures to communicate needs and ideas.

· Students will repeat words and phrases in small group or individually.

· Student will listen and respond using some words and gestures.

· Students begin to relate personal experiences using limited English and gestures.

· Students will listen to teacher as directions are given to complete a task and repeat steps.
