Newly Enacted Statutes Affecting Public Schools in Nevada Passed During the 2007 Legislative Session and the 23rd Special Session
As required by Nevada Revised Statutes (NRS) 385.210, the Superintendent of Public Instruction shall not later than July 1 “provide to the Board of Trustees of each school district a memorandum that describes each statute newly enacted by the legislature which affects the public schools in this state and the pupils who are enrolled in the public schools in this state.”  The attached document titled “Newly Enacted Statutes Affecting Public Schools and Private Schools Passed During the 2007 Legislative Session and the 23rd Special Session” is being provided to meet the statutory requirement.

The document provides a brief summary of the main changes made to Nevada statutes for each education related bill passed by the 2007 Legislature. The document is intended to provide a quick reference to the newly enacted statutes and does not provide the specific details needed, in many cases, to carry out the requirements of the statutes.  Each bill as enrolled should be referred to when specific wording and requirements to the statute changes are desired.  The full text of each enrolled bill can be found on the Nevada Legislative Home Page at www.leg.state.nv.us under Session Information by clicking on the appropriate bill listed under Bill Information.

In addition, for each statute that requires the State Board or the Department of Education to take action to carry out the statute, a brief plan has been included that describes the action to be taken. Also included is the effective date of the statute as well as the date by which the statute must be carried into effect by a school district or public school, if applicable, and the Department of Education staff member assigned as the primary contact for each bill.
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2007 Legislative Memorandum

NRS 386.360 has very specific requirements regarding communication efforts and information that must be provided by Boards of Trustees of school districts and Governing Bodies of charter schools regarding the newly enacted statutes. Not later than 60 days after receiving the summary of newly enacted statutes information, the Boards of Trustees and Governing Bodies must determine which bills will require a plan for implementation by the school district or school, as applicable. The Boards of Trustees must also provide written notice to parents, legal guardians, teachers, administrators and other educational personnel within the school district or school, as applicable.  Please refer to NRS 386.360 to ensure that all requirements and criteria for the dissemination of the information are met within the 60 day timeline provided in the statute. 

I hope that the information provided in this mailing is valuable as you begin addressing the implementation of the many new statute requirements within your district.
