Policies and Procedures
· Applicants must use the Budget Expenditure Summary and Narrative form created for and attached to this RFA.  
· The attached Budget Expenditure Summary and Narrative should be completed in accordance with the guidelines established in the NDE Chart of Accounts.
· Please note that indirect costs may not be applied to state grant funds.
Instructions
Budget Narratives:
· You must provide a thorough explanation in the narrative of the budget of how the amount being requested has been calculated for each expenditure listed in your budget.  
· Be sure to include all relevant information, such as hourly rates for personnel, the names of programs/curricula with a list of any costs as well as products/deliverables that those costs include, names of vendors (if known), vendor estimates if available, or estimated costs with calculations or rates used to estimate those costs.
Social Workers in Schools (SWxS) Enhancement:
· The approved base amount for each licensed personnel is up to $75,000.00 per year.
· These funds may only be used toward salary and benefits of personnel.
· Unexpended funds for FY 20 will revert to the state, for redistribution per an RFA process for FY 21.
· Please note:  “For purposes of the allocations of sums for the block grant program described in subsection 2, eligible licensed social workers or other mental health workers include the following:  (a) Licensed clinical social worker;  (b) Social worker;  (c) Social worker intern with supervision;  (d) Clinical psychologist;  (e) Psychologist intern with supervision;  (f) Marriage and family therapist;  (g) Mental health counselor;  (h) Community health worker;  (i) School-based health centers; and  (j) Licensed nurse.” [Senate Bill 528 (2019) and Senate Bill 555 (2019)]
School Resource/Police Officers:
· Salaries and benefits must align with established amounts for existing school resource or school police officers.
· Be sure to include a detailed breakdown of any associated costs to equip the additional officers in the narrative portion.
· Unexpended funds for FY 20 will revert to the state, for redistribution per an RFA process for FY 21.
· Please note:  “The money transferred pursuant to subsection 2:  (a) Must be accounted for separately from any other money received by the school districts and charter schools of this State and used only for the purposes specified in subsection 2.  (b) May not be used to settle or arbitrate disputes between a recognized organization representing employees of a school district and the school district, or to settle any negotiations.  (c) May not be used to adjust the district-wide schedules of salaries and benefits of the employees of a school district.” [Senate Bill 528 (2019) and Senate Bill 555 (2019)]
Facility Improvements:
· You must provide a copy of a school facility safety audit which has been conducted within the previous 4 years and by an approved vendor, contractor, or qualified district/charter employee who meets the qualifications to be a School Safety Specialist, as outlined in Section 7.5 of Senate Bill 89.
· Requested expenditures must be identified in the school safety audit findings or recommendations.
· Provide copies of estimates from vendors, if available.  If vendor estimates are not available, please provide information in the narrative on how the estimated amounts have been calculated.
· You will be able to revise your budget within allowable expenses once you have approved vendor bids, if necessary, however the total amount of the subaward for Facility Improvements for FY 20 may not change in any revisions.
· Unexpended funds from FY 20 will be added to each subgrantee’s subaward for FY 21.
· Please note:  Funds from SB 555 for facility improvements constitute a one time appropriation which carries across fiscal years until funds are expended.  These funds are not available to Washoe or Clark County School Districts; however, the funds from SB 551 are available to all districts and charters in the state.
SEAD:
· If you are requesting funds for evidence based programs or curricula please include a description of all associated costs/products in the budget narrative, including information regarding required elements/costs and supplemental elements/costs. Alternatively you may attach a description of each program or curriculum that provides a breakdown of each element by cost, noting those that are required and those that would be supplemental.
· You must include the information regarding evidence base in the application portion for all program or curriculum costs to be considered.  Programs or curricula which are not evidence based will not be funded.
· Unexpended funds for FY 20 will revert to the state and will not be redistributed for FY 21.
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
